Run of River Whitewater Recreation Area is 
on track. The Run of River Committee, raised 
$90,000 for the proposed whitewater park and 
$10,000 for downtown trail development, with 
other grants pending. 

Outdoor Sports Institute (OSI) Community 
Partnership on behalf of Skowhegan, success-
fully applied for the town to be an OSI Communi-
ty Partner; leading development and implemen-
tation of an action plan for engaging residents 
in outdoor activities ranging from walking to 
whitewater paddling. 

Kennebec on Fire in collaboration with the 
Wesserunsett Arts Council, submitted a grant 
application for the project to create sculptures 
with fi re braziers in the river which will be lit 
during festivals and events. Our intention is 

to give preference to local artists to craft the 
sculptures. 

Other events coordinated by Main Street 
Skowhegan included annual regular events 
such as Maple Fest, Skowhegan Craft Brew 
Fest, Small Business Saturday and Holiday 
Stroll plus new events, Dinner in the Park, and 
the three-day Skowhegan Moose Festival. 

With an estimated 6,000 people from all 
over the Northeast, the moose festival drew 
record-breaking attendance compared to past 
moose lottery drawing events. We believe we 
set the Guinness World Record for the most 
people moose calling simultaneously (waiting 
on offi cial word from Guinness). As a result of 
media outreach from our moose festival PR 
fi rm, Smithsonian Magazine named Skow-
hegan one of the 20 Best Small Towns to Visit 
in 2018.
